This psalm for the Christmas Dawn Mass was meant to be warm and in a

lower key, given the previous Christmas vigil and midnight celebrations.
The rhythmic hesitancy of the verses is meant to mimic the unsure approach

of those first visitors to the Nativity, echoing our own skepticism in comprehending
and fully embracing the great miracle of God becoming one of us.
